The 1967 Firebird steering system is similar to
Pontiac and Tempest, For removal and disassembly
brocedures refer to Section 9 of the 1967 Pontiac
Service Manual, Figures 1 through 4 show instal-
lation of the steering system components on the
1967 Firebird.

STEERING GEAR ASSEMBLY

Adjustments for the steering gear are the same as
those given for the Tempest in the 1967 Pontiac
Service Manual,

The only difference in the Firebird power steering
gear assembly ig in the amount of travel of the pitman
arm. This Firebird hag a movement of 35%from cen-
ter position of the pitman shaft in either direction.
This is accomplished by use of a new end plug which
is thicker and the use of a snap ring inserted at the
upper end of the steering gear housing between the
rack assembly and inner cylinder.
